· 20-minute detention given (to be sat at the nearest opportunity; lunch or after school).
·  Name written on white board indicating C2.
C3
· Removed from the lesson.
· 40-minute detention given (to be sat at the nearest opportunities).
· Student to be responsible for catching up on work missed.
· We understand if we gain 60 minutes of detentions in a day we will be placed into Internal Suspension.
Instant Removal
· Removed due to extreme behaviour and placed into Internal Suspension.
· Further sanctions to follow removal.
Automatic C2
· Chewing gum.
· Graffiti on body or in books.
